Jeremiah.  Jeremiah was consumed by his commitment to God  He was scarcely out of 
childhood, when God called him to be a prophet.  Jeremiah heard the words, “Before 
I formed you in the womb I knew you, and before you were born I consecrated you.” 
Jeremiah protested that he was only a boy, God replied, “Now I have put my words 
in your mouth” (Jer. 1:5, 9).  Jeremiah had to depend on God to a great degree.  His 
audiences were usually antagonistic or apathetic to his message.  He was ignored; his 
life was often threatened.  He saw both the excitement of a spiritual awakening and 
the sorrow of national return to idolatry.  Jeremiah watched prophets murdered.  He 
himself was severely persecuted.  Finally, he watched Judah’s defeat.  Jeremiah re-
sponded to all this with God’s message and many tears.  Jeremiah is known as the 
weeping prophet.  At your leisure read the book of Jeremiah.
