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“OLD TESTAMENT WOMEN?” -Gene Cooper

Sarah, Part I. First known as Sarai, Gen. 12:5. Sarah was a beautiful
woman. She was Abraham’s half sister on his father Terah’s side, and she became
Abraham’s wife before the family left Ur of the Chaldees on the journey to Ha-
ran. On their way, famine forced Sarah and her family to sojourn in Egypt. To
avoid falling victim to the custom that one could kill a foreigner to take his wife,
Abraham (who was then called Abram) convinced Sarah to lie and tell those they
would come in contact with, that she is Abraham’s sister. Pharaoh brought Sarah
into his household and gave her alleged brother gifts, Gen. 12:15-16. When Phar-
aoh’s household became afflicted with plagues, he learned the truth about Sarah
and Abraham. Upset by the deception, he returned Abraham’s wife to him and
told them to leave Egypt. Read Gen. 12:1-20.
