 Naomi, (Part II). Orpah and Ruth both wept openly and confirmed their decision to 
go with Naomi, but Naomi insisted they return to their homes.  In the end, Orpah fi-
nally said good-bye to Naomi, but Ruth clung to her and expressed her devotion and 
commitment to her dead husband‟s mother.  Ruth said "Don't urge me to leave you or 
to turn back from you. Where you go I will go, and where you stay I will stay. Your 
people will be my people and your God my God. Where you die I will die, and 
there I will be buried. May the LORD deal with me, be it ever so severely, if anything 
but death separates you and me." Naomi and Ruth arrived in Bethlehem, where 
Naomi changed her name to Mara, which means “for the Almighty has dealt bitterly 
with me.” Naomi told Ruth to work for a respectable relative named Boaz.  He later 
bought from Naomi some land that belonged to Elimelech and took Ruth as his wife.
